Homosexuality 
 

The following Gospel conversation script is very similar to that used by our TCC Radio reps throughout the production of our series on Homosexuality.         
It has been slightly edited to be used with personal loved ones. 

 

 

Hi, <insert name>, I’ve been listening to a great radio show lately. They call themselves “a spiritual speaker’s corner” because 
they talk openly about the truth with people on the street and then broadcast the interviews on the air. 

It’s a real eye-opener to hear the things people are thinking about and why! 
 

Right now, with Pride week just around the corner, they’re asking people about the controversial topic of homosexuality.          
For surveying purposes, they also ask that others pool the public as well. Can I ask you a few questions about it? 

 
The radio program is called “The Spirit of Pride” because most of the interviews took place onsite at the Gay Pride festivities. 
 

1. What do think that Gay Pride represents to all those involved? Do you believe it’s important to support such events? 

2. Do you personally believe homosexuality to be right or wrong? Why? 

3. How do you think the average supporter of Gay Pride would describe their experience with local churches in relation to 

Gay Pride week? Why do you think they’d say that? 

4. Do you believe that homosexuals are born that way? Why or why not? 

5. Do you believe in God? Do you think God sees homosexuality as a sin? Do you believe that you have sinned? 

 
Gospel Bridge: Can I share with you how I’ve discovered that all people are alike, regardless of their sexual orientation? 
 

� Build conversational common ground by talking about how we’re all sinners against the standard of God’s Ten 
Commandments, and we’re all guilty despite our sexual orientation.  

 
� Also share your Gospel testimonial of how the death, burial, and resurrection of Christ has paid for your sins in full and 

how He alone has reconciled your relationship to your Heavenly Father.

The “Got a Minute?” Gospel Message (also available on audio at: http://thecrosscurrent.com/witnessing/gospel.html): 
 
The question is, where will you spend eternity? The Bible says that the price of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal 
life in Christ Jesus. So, how many times have you sinned? How many times have you lied, lusted, stolen, hated, used God’s 
Name in vain? Because every time you have, you’ve sinned against Holy God, alienating yourself from Him – even your 
thinking has been against Him. Unless something is done, you will face the second death, which is eternity in the Lake of Fire! 
 
But Jesus Christ paid for your sins, taking them and God’s wrath against you, upon Himself. He shed His blood and died on 
the Cross in your place, and then He rose from the grave, defeating sin and death – just as the Scriptures foretold that He 
would! To be reconciled to God, you must repent (wake up!) to trust that Jesus died for your sins. Your sins will be forgiven 
and God will grant you eternal life. Then you can expect God to start truly changing you from the inside out, filling you with His 
abundant new life and purpose! His new life and purpose in you will ultimately result in you being together with Him in 
Heaven. Isn’t that Good News?
